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Stage 1

An Anglican parish or Community 
Group contacts AURA. A Parish is 

identified to partner with 
Community Groups where possible. 

AURA agrees to consider the application 
and requests pre-approval from the 
Anglican Diocese of Toronto for the 
parish to participate in sponsorship.

A committed sponsor group is formed. 
AURA is satisfied of the sponsors' capacity 

to meet the PSRP's social, practical, 
settlement and financial support 

requirements.

AURA assesses the refugee's case and is 
satisfied they will meet the PSRP's 

eligibility criteria.

Parish leadership and wardens are in 
support of the sponsorship.

A Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) 
outlining roles, responsibilities and 

financial procedures is signed by AURA, 
the parish and sponsors. 

Stage 2

AURA opens the case file and initiates an 
application in IRCC's Permanent Residence 

(PR) Portal.

Fundraising begins. AURA will confirm the 
amount of money that must be in the 

parish's bank account prior to submission of  
the application.

AURA sends instructions to applicants and 
sponsors to access the PR portal and begin 

working on the refugee portion of the 
application. Extensive forms must be 

completed by the applicants, with help from 
sponsors if possible. AURA will provide as 

much support as needed to ensure the 
application is strong and complete.

Sponsors submit contact information and a 
police check for each group member.

Sponsors complete and submit a draft 
version of the AURA Settlement Plan. 

Stage 3

The application is finalized and reviewed 
by AURA and the applicants. AURA will 

ensure all required forms and 
documentation are completed and 

uploaded into the Portal.

The Parish provides AURA with written 
confirmation that the required funds are 

in place. 

A sponsor group representative (and any 
co-sponsors) sign the IRCC sponsor forms 

and provide a copy of their ID. 

AURA requests final approval from the 
Anglican Diocese and completes its final 

review process.

AURA submits the application to IRCC 
electronically via the PR Portal, sharing 

important links and information sponsors 
and refugee applicant(s).

AURA can meet with sponsors and/or parish leadership to provide support as needed throughout the process. Where possible, we meet virtually with each refugee 
applicant/family prior to submitting their application to IRCC. To see what happens after an application is submitted, see AURA’s Post-Submission Process Document.
